National Director John 
Ashton answers your 
questions on bidding, 

play or directing.

Q: We would like to know who sets the 
tempo for play in a Knockout match? We 
played against an irrationally slow lady in a 
KO final, which made us nearly fall asleep 
and lose all concentration. Is there anything 
to be gained by calling the director?
	-  Zizzzing.
A: Dear Table Snorer,

The sad, but obvious, answer to your ques-
tion is that the slowest player at any table sets 
the tempo for the match. The ACBL Board of 
Directors has directed tournament directors to 
be vigilant in identifying and addressing issues 
of slow play. Chronic slow play, with no attempt 
to manage the occasional “draw trumps and 
claim” hands quickly, is, in my opinion, rude 
and inappropriate. The League allows seven and 
one‑half minutes per board. If matched against 
an opponent who is “irrationally slow,” call the 
director and politely explain the situation. This 
will allow him to attempt to get the offending 
side to accept blame. If the unlikely, but not 
unheard of, situation arises where boards are 
curtailed, he will be in a better position to give 
a penalty. As an aside, District 20 is very lucky 
to have few players that are glacial in their ap-
proaches to bridge.

Q: (a) Under the new laws, I’m “allowed” 
to make a second insufficient bid (neither 
being accepted) before properly correcting, 
with no additional penalty. Isn’t this open 
to abuse?

(b) Under the new laws, I can substitute 
for an insufficient bid any other suffi‑
cient bid, including a double or redouble, 
without penalty, as long as it has the same 
meaning as the insufficient bid. Can you 
give any examples?

- Looking for loopholes.
Dear Tricky Dicky,

(a) If you substitute another insufficient bid 
for a non‑accepted insufficient bid, the second 
effort could be accepted by LHO if that player 
thinks it is advantageous for his side. If not, 
all of your efforts will be deemed unauthorized 
information for your partnership and authorized 
to the opponents. The tournament director could 
conceivably award an adjusted score on the 
board and might impose a procedural penalty 
if he felt your actions were taken simply as an 
abuse of the situation. Remember also that the 
new laws allow for no change for a legal substi-
tuted call made before the tournament director 
explains matters. It stands with all penalty 
provisions to be enforced.

(b) Probably the most common instance would 
be if partner opened a minor, RHO overcalled 
1♠, and you, having not seen the 1♠ bid card, 
produced 1♥. If not accepted by the next player, 
the tournament director could rule that a nega-
tive double is a legal correction because, like a 
1♥ response to a minor, it shows 6+ HCP and 
4+ hearts. Or to quote Law 27B.1. (b) it is “… 
a legal call that … has the same meaning or a 
more precise meaning than the insufficient bid 
…” and requires no further rectification.

Q: Playing in 6♦, declarer drew trumps 
and then led small towards ♠AQJx in the 
dummy. When the jack held, declarer re‑
turned to hand and led another small spade 
towards the dummy. The king appeared 
from LHO and declarer called for the 
queen, then, “Oh, I guess I want the ace.” Is 
he allowed to play it?	-  Oh rats.
A: Dear Quickdraw McGraw,

The key to this ruling is the wording of Law 
45C.4. (b) which states, “… a player may 
change an unintended designation if he does 
so without pause for thought.” The guidance 
to tournament directors from the powers in 
Memphis in the circumstance that you describe 
is that declarer had the queen in mind when he 
led toward dummy and that calling the queen 
was (obviously) intended. Therefore, it cannot 
be changed. Declarer’s accompanying statement 
strongly suggests that there was a “pause for 
thought,” reinforcing the obligation of the tour-
nament director to require the play of the queen.
