National Director John 
Ashton answers your 
questions on bidding, 

play or directing.

Q: We play a “light” takeout double 
with a hand that may have as few 
as 8 points. We have been told this 
is alertable. What number of points 
would you consider to be an acceptable 
(non-alertable) lower limit for a takeout 
double?	 - Number cruncher.

A: Dear CPA,
Thanks for another trip into the ACBL 

Wonderland of “fuzzy” terminology like 
“highly unusual and unexpected.” I did 
some research and talked to other TDs about 
your treatment. I found nothing written, 
but the sentiment of my colleagues is that 
an alert of a “light” takeout double struc-
ture is required. Personally, I would ask you 
and your partner some additional questions 
about your approach. Does the vulner-
ability matter and, if so, how much? What 
consideration is given to a hand’s shape? 
Does the advancer jump with ten HCP, or 
is it incumbent upon the doubler to show 
real values by taking further action? I must 
confess that, at favorable vulnerability, I 
would probably double 1♥ holding ♠AJxx 
♥x ♦xxxx ♣Axxx. Two defensive tricks 
and adequate support for all suits would 
convince me to take an aggressive action.

Q: What is the standard meaning of the 
1NT rebid by opener in this auction? 
1♦ - 1♠ - P - P - 1NT.	 - Betting on it.

A: Dear Jimmy the Greek’s ghost,
1NT in that auction shows a hand with 

which opener was planning to rebid 2NT, 
a good 17 to 19 HCP. A player would not 
be banished from bridge, but would have 
to answer to his partner, for showing 
imagination with ♠Kx ♥Jxx ♦AKQxxx 
♣10x. If I tried that, RHO would have a 
doubleton spade and scattered values. My 
balance would allow them to reach a make-
able game. If the opponent is vulnerable 
and you have the traditional opening hand, 
particularly one with four spades, it may be 
prudent to accept 100 points per undertrick 
in defense. Remember, partner could not 
bid 1NT, could not make a negative double, 
and could not raise to 2♦. He probably has 
very little.

Q: How is the use of electronic scoring 
systems like BridgeMate changing the 
tournament scene? What are your feel-
ings about them?	 - Modern marvels.

A: Dear IPods,
It is important to remember that we are 

still early in developing the technology of 
electronic scoring systems. Right now, their 
ability to adapt to a change in the original 
game setup, be it the arrival of a late pair or 
the correction of a human error, is limited 
and cause for frustration. The good news is 
that at least two competing systems exist, 
and improvement should come rapidly. 
Tournaments will require fewer caddies for 
pair events, a small savings for units and 
districts. An aging tournament directing 
staff will be required to spend more time 
on the floor (a good argument for retire-
ment for some). I started directing in, and 
have fond recollections of, a time when club 
game scores were displayed on huge black-
boards, tournament pickup slips had one 
score per card, the bidding was done orally, 
and all of the scoring was done by hand. 
There is little doubt that the advancements 
in delivering the final scores have made 
tournaments more enjoyable for all players.
