Q. South dealt and opened 1&. West
thought she was putting out the red
Stop card but she actually tabled
the red Double card. North bid 1,
unseen by West who, unaware of any
problem, was rooting around in her
bid box for the 2a bid. So what do
we have? Is 24 a change of call by
West, and 1 an insufficient bid by
North? Or does the double stand, the
1w stand, with the 24 bid now a call
out of turn? (In the event, none of
our three directors knew what to do.
After some spirited conversation by
the table participants, we allowed the
auction to proceed, with North with-
drawing his 1% bid, and East bidding
4 4 with her balanced 18-count.)

Dear Always Vulnerable,

The 2008 Revision of the Laws of
Duplicate Bridge refers, in Law 25, to

an unintended call. Section A.1. states,
“Until his partner makes a call, a player
may substitute his intended call for an
unintended call but only if he does so,

or attempts to do so, without pause for
thought.” Your description suggests to
me that West was looking for the 2a card
and not thinking about the consequences
of pulling the double card. A.4. acknowl-
edges that the next player may have
acted, and that a withdrawn call after a
substituted call is authorized information
to his side. In my opinion, West may bid
2 and North can make any legal call.

Q. East/West bid their way to a
6-level contract. At some point West
bid 4NT and North asked about that
bid. East said “Blackwood” and then
bid 5&. East was the declarer in six
spades. During the play, North led
a club and East showed up with the
Club Ace. North assumed the 5& bid
by East showed 0 Aces. At this point
there was some discussion and E/W
said they were playing 1430 Keycard
and that 5& showed 1 or 4. North
said she would have played the
club suit differently had she known
that 5& was 1430 Keycard and not
just straight Blackwood. Are N/S
damaged? Were they entitled to a
fuller explanation? Should East have
clarified things once the opening lead
was placed face down on the table?
Should N/S have checked E/W’s
convention card? I believe E/W’s
convention card reflects the fact that
they play 1430.

Dear Tiger Woods” PR Man,

It is the obligation of the declaring side
to correct any misinformation that may
have been given during the auction before
the opening lead. By failing to do so, EW
are in jeopardy of getting a score adjust-
ment. If North can present a reasonable
argument that, with correct information,
he may have defended more successfully,
the director would have to consider his
case favorably. In addition, the director
would have to check that neither East
nor West took any action in the auction
to compensate for the (stated) misunder-
standing of the Blackwood response.
